While the spirit of the EDX program remains the same, several courses in the program of
study have been addressed to reflect current trends in the field of special education. The
nomenclature and concepts expressed in the titles, objectives, and content of 8 syllabi
have been updated to reflect current practice. In addition, 4 new courses have been
proposed to reflect current research and practice in the special education field. EDX 3203





Introduction to learning disabilities, EDX 3213, EDX 3223 Introduction to Emotional and
Behavioral Disorders, EDX 3233 Contingency Management, EDX 4103 Introduction to
Teaching Students with Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities, EDX 4113 Methods
and materials for Early Childhood Education, EDX 4413 Working with Parents of Students
with disabilities, and EDX 4353 Assistive Technology have all been revised based on current
research of best practice with updated terminology in the course objective and content.
EDX 3133 Special Education Law and Ethical Practices, EDX 4003 Early Intervention Birth to
Three, EDX 4523 Teaching Mathematics to Students with Disabilities, EDX 4223 Transition
and Collaboration have been developed to increase the knowledge and skill set based on
most current research of best practice and need. EDX 4623 has been revised and add to
the program of study to increase skill set in increasing inclusive classrooms for students
with more extensive support needs RDG 3223 Diagnosing and Assessing Reading
Difficulties and RDG 3413 Middle Level Literacy were also added to the program of study to
increase the knowledge and skill in teaching reading and preparing students for the
Foundations of Reading. EPY 2513 Human Growth and development has been removed
and replace with the developed EDX 4003 early Intervention Birth to Three that will have a
more specific focus on child development and early identification of children at-risk. TECH
4763 has been removed and the content will be included in revised EDX 4353 Assistive and
Instructional Technology. The modification will include course title and content changes to
align with most current research. Each course has been developed to provide in person
and distance offerings to meet the needs of students. Lectures will be provided through
recorded asynchronous video. Course resources will be uploaded into canvas modules
and available for downloading. Applied activities will be submitted through canvas
assignments, one drive, or email. Informal assessments such as exit tickets via google or
Qualtrics forms, discussions board participation, quality of assignment content will be
used to monitor student outcomes during the semester. Students will engage in interactive
discussions with peers both synchronously and asynchronously, hands on applications of
instructional strategies submitted through video demonstration, anecdotal recording of
observations, and reflections of performance. The flexibility in campus offerings allows the
program to better meet students’ needs and provide quality teacher preparation through
real world application, collaboration, and technology enhanced instruction. Online
sections of the course will be offered for online programs that include EDX courses,
supplemental endorsements, and individualized basis to meet students’ needs. The

modifications will provide opportunity to strengthen the outcomes for students completing
our program.

Applied activities will be submitted through
canvas assignments, one drive, or email. Informal assessments such as exit tickets via
google or Qualtrics forms, discussions board participation, quality of assignment
content will be used to monitor student outcomes during the semester. Students will
engage in interactive discussions with peers both synchronously and asynchronously,
hands on applications of instructional strategies submitted through video
demonstration, anecdotal recording of observations, and reflections of performance.
The flexibility in campus offerings allows the program to better meet students’ needs
and provide guality teacher preparation through real world application, collaboration,
and technology enhanced instruction. The modifications will provide opportunity to
align and strengthen the expected outcomes for the special education program and the
College of Education’s outcomes for students completing our program.

Target audience:

The primary audience for online offerings of courses will be students enrolled in online
program (i.e. elementary education) that need special education program coursework
or would like to complete endorsements for licensure. Online courses will also be





offered based on individual needs of students enrolled in the special education
program.

Student outcomes for the Special Education Program:

1. Students will demonstrate a high level of competency in the special education core
content.

2. Students will apply principles and methods from knowledge gained from professional
courses to plan, implement and assess lessons for students with disabilities K-12 in their
practica.

3. Students will apply strategies to evaluate, and strengthen instruction that will promote
continuous social, emotional, academic, and physical development of students with
disabilities K-12 in their internship

The student outcomes for the College of Education:

1. Professionalism: The knowledge, skills and dispositions needed to become a
professional and to help all students learn; the demonstration of responsible,
ethical behavior and good judgment.
